Tewkesbury Sailing Club to St Deny’s Church, Severn Stoke 
Follow the highlighted route on the map 

Total Distance: 10 miles 
 

• Walk out of Tewkesbury Sailing Club along Avoncrest Drive. Turn right into Trafalgar 
Road and follow round until you reach Bredon Road. Staying on the footpath, turn right 
for a few yards and the cross Bredon Road, USING THE PEDESTRIAN CROSSING. 

• Walk along the FOOTPATH ON THE LEFT SIDE of Bredon Road for 400m. Just 
before the turning to Oldbury Road, cross Bredon Road, USING THE CENTRAL ISLE 
crossing point.  

• Walk along the FOOTPATH ON THE RIGHT SIDE to the junction (mini-roundabout) 
with Mythe Road (A38). Turn right, REMAINING ON THE FOOTPATH ON THE RIGHT 
SIDE, across the river bridge. STAY ON THE FOOTPATH ON THE RIGHT UNTIL IT 
IS SAFE TO CROSS TO THE LEFT SIDE FOOTPATH. 

• Walk up to the left turn onto the A438 signposted to Ledbury.  

• Cross the Mythe bridge over the River Severn and then cross the road and join the 
Severn Way footpath (signposted). This footpath runs alongside the River Severn and 
will take you into Upton-Upon-Severn.   

• As you approach Mossgreen Shrubbery with the elevated M50 in view ahead, and a 
rugby pitch to your left, look out for a red brick bridge to your right.  If you pass the 
rugby pitch you have gone too far. 

• Before Upton there’s a picnic spot with benches, perfect for a lunch stop.  After your 
lunch, carry on along the walkway, through the gate and onto Dunn’s Lane. 

• When you reach The Swan Inn [7 miles so far] bear right and walk towards the river 
bridge.  

• Once you are across the river bridge, take the path to the right and then underneath 
the road into the camping field.  The support van will be here. 

• Follow the footpath alongside the river for about 1½ miles then cut up alongside Cliff 
Wood.  The undergrowth is encroaching onto the bridal way in places so take care.  
The bridal way gives way to a minor road which you follow to the A38 at Severn Stoke 
and turn left. 

• Follow the A38 and turn left into Church Lane. St Deny’s Church is located behind the 
Rose and Crown pub. Collect your bikes from here ☺
